	This section of the module requires that you have access to EVAAS. Before you begin this section please have your EVAAS login. 
Within EVAAS there are several types of reports. It is vitally important to know how to locate the reports, which report to use, and where you are within the report so that you don’t become confused. Interpretation of reports requires a level of understanding of each report. Let’s take a few minutes to explore the chart to become familiar with the description of the different types of reports. A copy of this chart can be found on this mini module immediately following this presentation. You can pause this video at any time to review the chart.
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	The language of Teacher Reports has NOT changed from last year. 
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	This will be new language on the reporting and we will talk a bit more about this a little later. 
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	Let’s begin with the Teacher Value Added Summary. This is the landing page for Teachers and Admins can access this Summary report by clicking on the Summary Button. 
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	---
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	Keep in mind that the Index value for each teacher comes from this equation: The Teacher Estimate divided by the Standard Error (SE).

Let’s pause and discuss possible things that impact the Standard Error:

1.Standard Error is a mathematical formula and is used to find the standard error for each data set
2.The Standard Error provides a confidence band around the estimate. It is important to note that test scores do not provide exact measures of a student’s ability. Even the most meticulously prepared tests contain errors in the results. This suggests that that the test results can vary within a few points around the results that a student would have received if the tests were longer void of any outside influences such as illness or fatigue. A confidence band is used to allow for statistical error. The standard error is used to determine the confidence band.

1.SE can be impacted by the number of students used in the analysis. Typically the larger the data set, the smaller the standard error and the smaller the data set, the larger the standard error. 
[bookmark: _GoBack]2. The number of scores each student has can impact the SE. If scores are missing from the  student history, which ones?  If we’re generating a value added measure for 8th-grade math, a missing 7th-grade math score creates more uncertainty than a missing 4th- grade reading score. Value-added measures examine students' incremental development as assessed through performance testing

	The Teacher Estimate divided by the Standard Error (SE) equals the Teacher Index.
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	The teacher Index is then plotted on a scale as compared to the Growth Standard. 
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	NC business rules as the legend indicates determine if the teacher’s level is Green: Meeting Expected Growth, Blue: Exceeding Expected Growth, or Red: Not meeting expected growth. 
Your teacher index helps determine your standard six rating.
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	That number line we just created using the Teacher Estimate, Standard Error and Index is what is pictured here in this graph
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	That number line we just created using the Teacher Estimate, Standard Error and Index is what is pictured here in this graph
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	From the Value Added Summary, an educator can click on the Teacher Diagnostic Summary Tab to access the Teacher Diagnostic Summary report.
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	The Diagnostic Summary shows how well the teacher impacted student learning at different achievement levels. Let’s take a closer look. 
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	Each slice of the pie chart is labeled and corresponds with the table below. 
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	Now go back to the Teacher Value Added Summary by clicking on the tab.
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	From here administrators and teachers can access the individual subject value added report or the teacher composite report.  Let’s look at the composite report first. 
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	Let’s talk through the Composite Report:
1.Index graph at the top for each school year composite
2.The table at the bottom provides a bit more information
3.The right hand side of the page will allow the user to change years in the drop down menu

Let’s drill on a specific subject
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	When you click on a specific subject link, it will take you to the teacher’s value added report for that specific subject. Let’s take a closer look:

	Remember there are dropdowns on the Teacher Value Added and Diagnostic Reports, this drop down allows the teacher or admin to view the Teacher Estimate and Coordinating Standard Error
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	Here you will notice there aren’t color designations at all. This graph simply shows the teacher estimate and corresponding standard errors. It is very important to keep in mind that teachers and admins can NEVER compare teacher estimates. 
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	Let’s say we have two teacher at this school. Ms. Above and Ms. Below.

	Let’s do the math for Mrs. Above.   At this time we would like to call your attention to the chart.  Please take a minute to review the information on the chart.

	For the teacher that this data represents when we divide the estimate by the SE the calculation is 3.  This 3 represents the index.  Notice from the graph that the number 3 is 2 or more standard errors above the growth standard and is identified as a teacher that Exceeds the Growth Standard in the Blue area, according to NC Business rules.
