ELD Standard 1: Social & Instructional Language. Transform language function from Writing to Speaking.

Transformed PI to Speaking, Level 2 – Emerging: Verbally organize ideas on research topics (e.g., popularity of snow sports v. water sports) using graphic organizers in L1 or L2.

ELD Standard 2: The Language of Language Arts. Transform content stem from giving feedback for revision to storytelling.

Transformed PI for Writing, Level 1 – Entering: Supply words for sentences to tell stories from models.

Transformed PI for Listening, Level 1 – Entering: Follow simple oral commands to design area maps using virtual manipulatives or drawing software in pairs.
